	Drawing Project 
‘Structures – Natural Forms’
Re-learning and refining of skills focussing on basic elements.  Observational recording and investigative drawing of natural forms. Developing a range of mark making skills in pencil focussing on line, tone, shape, texture, proportion and perspective. 
Exploratory work into studies of forms leading to an A2 or A3 ‘Still Life’ drawing. 

Formal Elements/vocabulary: 
Line, tone, texture, form, shape, proportion, perspective, negative and positive space, etc.

Processes/techniques: 
Various drawing, e.g. pencil, monoprint, charcoal, fineliner, wax resist, etc. 

Outcomes and assessment focus: 
Within this project all students are to:
Be introduced to drawing as a tool and how it has been used for different purposes by artists to develop ideas, investigate and record through books, powerpoint presentations, own research, etc. (AO1 Develop ideas informed by contextual studies demonstrate analytical and cultural understanding)

	‘London Paper Dress’ Project
Developing research into the theme; exploring concepts, issues and approaches, whilst addressing techniques and skills through workshops on collage and photomontage. To enable students to develop their own interpretation and to undertake independent research and resolve their investigations.  Students should be taught different means of laying out sketchbook by looking at successful past examples.

Students should have explained to them how they are being assessed against the AQA criteria 

Processes/techniques: 
Various drawing, e.g. pencil, monoprint, charcoal, fineliner, wax resist, etc. 

Outcomes and assessment focus: 

Within this project all students are to:
AO1: 

Stick the brief sheet into their book

Document their trip to the V&A 

Be introduced to various artists who have made dresses

Be introduced to different ways of developing ideas, e.g. 10 dress ideas in 10 minutes, mindstreaming, think/pair/share

Develop their own ideas relating to the theme

Investigate the qualities of paper being given a book or page from book and manipulating it, using craft knife, glue, etc.
