	Autumn 2009

(14 weeks)
	‘Natural Forms’
Developing a range of mark making skills in pencil, leading on to working with tone.  Introduction to basic elements, recording and investigative drawing, formal analysis of the work of a range of artists relevant to the theme.
Possibly incorporating monochrome and colour into drawings.  Using artists to aid understanding of these techniques.  Natural forms as subject.  Further exploratory work into studies of natural forms leading to a final piece. 
Formal Elements/vocabulary: Line, tone, texture, form, shape, proportion, perspective, negative/positive space, etc.
Processes/techniques: 
Various drawing, e.g. monoprint, pencil, charcoal, fineliner, watercolour, wax resist, etc. 

Outcomes: 
Within scheme of work all students are to:
Use first five minutes of lesson to draw object from drawing box
Discuss previous Art experience

Complete shoe drawing test first lesson (unmarked but kept in sketchbooks teacher to note estimated grades) 

Write about previous Art experience for first homework.
Complete Homework project on an artist after October half term, having visited a gallery to research their chosen artist 

Create a 2D study focussing on natural forms, possibly incorporating texture
Tracking assignment:  
Drawing from object in drawing box  
	‘Self Portraiture’

Students are to work in researching and developing a body of work relating to self portraiture. Students will be introduced to recording proportions of the face by first hand observation and also using techniques for gridding up 
Formal Elements/vocabulary: Line, tone, texture, form, shape, proportions of face, proportion
Processes/techniques: 
Various drawing, e.g. monoprint, pencil, charcoal, coloured pencil

Outcomes : 

Within scheme of work all students are to: 

Spend 2 lessons minimum on drawing faces from observation 

Complete Chuck Close style ‘composite’ image to learn about achieving tone and texture of features/hair, etc. tonally in pencil
Learn how to use a grid to scale up  

Complete Homework Project ‘This important person’
Create a 2D study into self portraiture
Tracking assignment: 
Drawing features using a mirror  

	‘Unlocking our identity’
Students are to work in 2D, researching and developing a body of work relating to the school pastoral theme of ‘Freedom’. Students could also use ICT in a range of ways to take and edit photos to develop and present their ideas.  Initial studies of keys could lead to development into a painting or printmaking piece.  In any case observational drawing should drive the ideas for the outcome of this project.
Formal Elements/vocabulary: Line, tone, texture, form, shape, proportion, perspective, negative/positive space, markmaking, Processes/techniques: various drawing and painting techniques building on skills learned e.g. monoprint, pencil, charcoal, fineliner, watercolour, wax resist, ink, etc. 

Outcomes : 
Within scheme of work all students are to:
Spend at least four lessons doing linear and tonal studies of keys in various media

Learn about artist Jim Dine in particular his drawings of tools

Complete homework project on Freedom
Produce a 2D study based on theme 
Tracking assignment:  
Observational drawing of keys
Project continues through until February half term to achieve either one final piece or a series of pieces

	‘Colour and Pattern’

Recording and analysis of objects which develop into designs.  Exploration of colour theory and patterns found in other cultures and areas could form the basis of the project.  Formal analysis of the work of a range of artists relevant to the theme.  Printmaking or other appropriate techniques could be used to interpret research and studies.  Possibly develop into 2 or 3D form which incorporates pattern.
Formal Elements/vocabulary: Colour, primary, secondary, tertiary, harmonious, complementary, colour wheel, pattern, optical mixing, multicultural, etc.   
Processes/media/techniques: Paint (acrylic/poster paint, watercolour), oil pastel, coloured pencil, etc.
Outcomes : 
Within scheme of work all students are to:
Use first five minutes of lesson to draw object from drawing box
Be taught brush/handling painting skills, how to mix colours and paint colour wheel
Be introduced to and have opportunities to research patterns from a range of cultures as appropriate, e.g. Yinka Shonibare, Chris Offili, Islamic, African, Celtic, etc.
Complete Homework Pattern project introduced at start of project

Develop ideas for a  2D study into colour and pattern
Tracking assignment:  Colour Theory test, colour practical assignment
	‘Me as a Beast’ 

Students are to build on their observational work in the Autumn term developing ideas relating to the theme to create a piece of work 
Students will be introduced to recording proportions of the body by first hand observation and also build on techniques for gridding up their image.

Students will use ICT in a range of ways to take and edit photos and present their ideas. 
Formal Elements/vocabulary: Photomontage, working drawing, composition, symbolism
Processes/techniques: various mixed media, photomontage, monoprinting, ICT (using Photoshop when appropriate to add animal features and background)
Outcomes : 
Within scheme of work all students are to:
Be introduced to Powerpoint on animals in Art

Learn how to measure the proportions of the body, observational studies from life

Learn how to compose a photograph and how to edit it successfully using ICT
Use photos to create a drawing or to be imported and manipulated in photoshop
Complete homework project on Body Adornment 
A 2D study into the theme.

	‘Freedom’
From February half term students will have a choice of GCSE style question on theme of ‘Freedom’ to complete their own project.  Students will carry out independent work, target setting and developing ideas relating to their chosen idea within the theme following discussion with their teacher and peers
Formal Elements/vocabulary: Building on previous knowledge and skills
Processes/techniques: 
Any 2D student’s choice
Outcomes : 

Within scheme of work all students are to:
Be introduced to past GCSE project choices and assessment criteria 
Learn how to develop ideas, including how to draw these out using working drawings, using photography and ICT, etc.

Develop and realise their ideas

Produce sketchbook work to support their chosen themes
Complete 2D final piece of their own choice (if students wish to make a 3D final piece this should be presented as a working drawing showing scale and setting)

(12 weeks)
	Environment
Students could start drawings from observation from the school site and through homework assignments.  They could explore architecture, landscape or environmental artists past and present and look at how the theme is reflected in their work.  

Students will create a drawing, painting or mixed media piece on the theme.
Formal Elements/vocabulary: Perspective, architecture, landscape, public art, site specific, foreground, middle ground, background, etc. 
Processes/media/techniques: mixed media, collage, coloured pencils, ICT (Internet research, Photoshop, etc)
Outcomes : 
Within scheme of work all students are to:
Use first five minutes of lesson to draw object from drawing box
Be introduced to and have opportunities to research artists e.g. Architects. Gaudi, Hundertwasser, Lowry, Hockney, Goldsworthy, Long, etc.
